The Director of Scientific Library of St. Petersburg State University once stated that, "For
the last ten years, Russian libraries and universities were unable to receive foreign
scientific information. With the help of EBSCOdatabases, we now have access to the
most important full text academic journal. This information is absolutely necessary for
our students, aspirants and professors and for the proper high education in Russia".
Nigeria is presently experiencing this technological advancement in the use of database
resources and e-books.
